   MUSINGS FROM THE D-5 CONFERENCE 

  P/C Jim and I attended  the D-5 Fall Education Conference in Rockville, MD on 6-8 November.  We 

were joined on Saturday by Lt/C Nick Montalto, and P/Côs Russ Jones and Gary Armstrong.  While we 

covered most of the seminars on Saturday, it would have been nice to have more of the education people 

attend.  I thank them for their help. 

  What did we find out?  The biggest emphasis was on membership, of course.  We are shrinking as a 

national organization.  How do we get and retain more people?  A few ideas are being considered.  One 

is including a yearôs membership in the cost of the boating course (the Canadian Power Squadron does 

this).  Another suggestion was for a squadron to waive the $25 initiation fee if any boating class gradu-

ate joins within two weeks of the exam.  It was also brought up that USPS could offer the advanced 

courses to the Coast Guard Auxiliary and to members of Boat U.S. in the hopes of adding to our rolls.  It 

has been suggested that USPS charges a 6 monthsô membership with the online ABC course.  As you 

can see there are many ways which are being tossed about in order to entice people.  We can all help by 

talking to marina and yacht club members about the educational advantages of being USPS members.  A 

small number of community colleges are thinking about offering an 80 semester course taught by USPS 

members that would encompass boating and seamanship and include a yearôs membership with the 

class.  The teachers would be compensated by the college.  Think about it. 

  On another note, with Co-Op advertising, squadrons will be eligible to receive up to 10% of the cost of 

the educational materials that they ordered during the previous year in addition to what is given for the 

PR releases.  The catch is that this has to be planned ahead and the schedule submitted to national by 

January 15. I will pass this on to our PR person, Lt. Betty Corbin. 

  Another interesting idea from National is called SAILANGLE.Com.  It is a website for USPS members 

and it is accessible through the national website. It is for USPS members only.  You are encouraged to 

become a member of it as in the near future, all USPS messages will be posted on it.  It is also where all 

future on line courses will be available.  It is much more complicated than this and P/C Jim will write an 

article on it explaining it better than I can.  Give it a look and join it.  The author of it has assured us that 

all information is secure and that no one can hack into it. 

  As for district news, Wilmington commander, Sut Anderson has offered a district wide on-water col-

laboration for the summer.  Because every squadron does not have the resources to plan an event  every 

weekend, he suggests that we all co-operate and together there can be an event on most weekends for 

people to enjoy.  We have been asked to volunteer for a weekend and submit our 1st, 2nd, and 3rd choices 

where Main Line will be responsible for planning something open to USPS members.  I volunteered to 

be our contact person and I have put in for the first night of the cruise, July 10.  Our other dates should 

get to him by 10 December and then we will decide what we will sponsor.  Something simple such as a 

pitch-in cocktail party or picnic would be good. 

  Now what is coming up?  The January 19 meeting has a neat speaker lined up.  Check it out.  February 

is Foundersô Day and we will have the son of a founding member and P/C as our guest.  The next district 

meeting is Officer Training/Spring Conference meeting 26-28 March at the Clarion in Ocean City, MD.  

Not only is it the time that the bridge officers received their marching orders for the next year, it is time 

again for Main Line to entertain the troops.  We always have a lot of fun and you are encouraged to join 

us to help carry on our tradition of doing a good job.  Lt/C Nick Montalto will be having meetings to do 

just this.
