What you don’t know about the flu can hurt you, and me.....

Every autumn, we are confronted with assorted myths and facts about flu and
flu shots. This year is no exception. To complicate matters 2009 HIN1 flu entered
the picture last spring. Many people are confused about which shot they need and
when to get it. The article contains information from the CDC.Gov website. As al-
ways, consult with your Doctor to make any medical decisions.

The flu 1s an upper respiratory disease caused by a variety of viruses each year.
About 15-61 million people get the flu each year. It can be severe, causing over
200,000 hospitalizations a year. A cold makes you feel bad; the flu is like getting
hit by a bus.

Flu spreads from person to person in droplets such as those spread by sneezing. A
sneeze can spread droplets up to 6 feet. The virus can live on a surface, like a door-
knob or counter from 2-8 hrs. The things your mother told you are the best preven-
tions: WASH YOUR HANDS, use a tissue and throw it away at once, stay away
from people who are sick and if YOU are sick, stay home. In fact, you should stay
home a full 24 hours after your fever goes away and stays away after you stop tak-
ing a fever reducing medicine.

Most people should get a seasonal flu shot. They are recommended for every
one aged 6mos- 19 yrs and 50 yrs and up. Children, adults 65 & up and people
with chronic illnesses are especially susceptible to seasonal flu. Flu vaccine is
made from killed virus and contains 2 different strains, an A HIN1 (NOT 2009
HINI) and a B virus. The types vary each year according to patterns and predic-
tions made by researchers. The nasal spray is made from weakened virus, it is rec-
ommended for healthy people aged 2 yrs- 49 yrs. The seasonal vaccine will not
protect against 2009 HIN1 flu.

What is 2009 HIN1 flu? First identified in April 2009, it is a quadruple reassor-
tant virus. In other words it contains genes from human, avian and 2 swine flu vi-
ruses. It is also different in that older adults are not as susceptible as those under

What you don’t know about the flu can hurt you, and me.....

It 1s not too late to get a seasonal flu shot. The flu season does not really begin
peaking until January or later. Your Dr can advise you when the 2009 HIN1 flu
vaccine becomes available. Depending on your medical condition and the type of
vaccine, you may be able to get both vaccines at the same visit.

There are a few symptoms you should be aware of as they may indicate a medi-
cal emergency. They are: Difficulty breathing, Chest or abdominal pain, sudden
dizziness, confusion, severe or persistent vomiting or Flu symptoms that improve
but then return with fever and a worse cough. If you experience these, call your Dr.
at once.

Remember that you can be contagious for a day before you become sick and for
up to 5-7 days after your symptoms subside. Be prepared to be sick and have to
stay at home for up to a week. Have a supply of OTC meds on hand to treat symp-
toms such as fever or nausea. Have a good supply of tissues, gel hand cleanser, dis-
infecting wipes and simple easy to prepare foods. No one wants to get sick or
make others ill. Use common sense, get a flu shot and stay home if you are ill and
you will go a long way toward a healthy fall and winter,

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Winterizing a Power Boat — “Made Easy” I

It’s that time of year again. The leaves are turning brown and the night are getting cool. Time to think about winterizing the
boat. If you have never done it before and want to give it a try; here over the next four pages, is very detailed winterizing check list
from Jerry Uber. Everyone has their own method, technique, etc. for their own boat; but maybe this will encourage the be-
ginner/new boater to get involved the process. Jerry has used this procedure for years on his Twin I/0 power boat so it is
definitely flight tested. If you have some time, try some portion of it. If you don’t feel comfortable with the doing your en-
gines, let the marina do them and you do the water systems, just make sure to go slow and be careful. You can still save some
money and have fun. I do all my own winterizing and have never had any problems. If you need help, anyone from Mainline
can give you good advise on this subject. (The editor and Mainline assume no responsibility for the winterizing needs of your
particular boat.)

WINTERIZING STEPS:
1. Pump-Out Head
a. Rinse a couple of times

b. Pour in one bottle of deodorant
2. Ground Power
a. plug in to keep batteries charged during running of the water pump
Turn ON Batteries
Spigot Strainers
a. remove all
b. Clean, remember how they are assembled and where they each go
5. Clean/Remove Water Pump Filter/Screen
a. Replace when done winterizing water system
b. This is done because of the water tank debris repeatedly clogging this screen during the water winterizing process
6. Turn Water Pressure — ON
7. Drain Water Holding Tank
a. use both “Hot” and “Cold” spigots in galley sink [Note: the farthest sink from the water pump]
b.  This will drain the Hot Water Tank
8.  Water System
a. Pour one-gallon of —50F into the shower drain
Pour five-gallons of —50F into the water tank

Turn on galley sink water valve (both hot and cold) until the water runs “pink”

Turn both valves — OFF

Turn on Marine Head sink water valves (both hot and cold) until the water runs “pink”

Turn both valves — OFF

Turn on wet bar water valve and let it run until the water runs “pink”

Turn valve — OFF

Turn on transom spigot [if so equipped] (both hot and cold) until the water runs “pink”
j- Turn the valve — OFF

9. Marine Head
a. Pour one-gallon of —50F into marine head and flush

b. Hold lever down or repeat flushing sequence until water runs “pink” [pour some antifreeze in the bowl when done]
c. Add 2 Tablespoons of Salad Oil in the bowl to protect the rubber seal
10. Turn Water Pressure - OFF
11. Air Conditioning
a. Ifboat is in the water, verify that the Seacock is CLOSED.
Clean Sea Strainer and replace
Disconnect hose from Sea Strainer and insert hose from external Antifreeze Tank

d.  Open nozzle on the Antifreeze Tank

e. Energize the Air Conditioning System-You may have to lower the AC Temperature to get the system to come on.

Have someone verify that the “pink-stuff” is coming out of the discharge outlet. Shut the AC — OFF

12. Hot Water Tank

Open valve and let drain
13. Main Bilge Pump

Lift float flapper and verify operation
14. Fuel Tank

Add “Stabil” to fuel tank (enough for 100 gallons of fuel) and fill the tank to limit condensation over the winter.
15. Engine(s)

a. Fuel Filters

Change out the old filter out for a new one.

Fuel I? ected Engines - do this before turning on the ignition switch and/or running the engine(s) so as to
NOT pressurize the fuel system. Once the fuel system is pressurized, fuel will spray from the filter as it is
being removed

Be sure the “OLD” gasket comes off with the old fuel filter and the seating surface is clean and bright.
b. Oil Filters

Change out the old filter out for a new one.

Be sure the “OLD” gasket comes off with the old oil filter and the seating surface is clean and bright.

c¢. Drain Oil — [Note: if boat still in water; you can use a pump to get the oil out of the engine through the dip-
stick — not the best way to remove all the oil from the oil pan]

Remove transom drain plugs

Pull out chains until oil drain plugs are exposed

Place oil drain pan into position

Remove plugs and drain old oil into pan

Allow time for the oil to completely drain

Reinstall oil drain plugs

Reinsert oil tubing and plug inside transom; however, leave transom drain plugs out (for now).

Put five (5) quarts of Mobil-1 (15W-50) oil into each engine crankcase [NOTE: Synthetic Oil is used in aircraft
engines and comes in all new Corvettes/Performance engines. Mercruiser does want to sell their 20W-40 oil.
Your choice.]

16. Alpha Outdrives

a. Remove caps from outdrive fill tanks on engine(s)

b. Place oil drain pan underneath outdrive
c. Using screw driver, remove screw at bottom of outdrive
Do not lose the washer that comes with this screw

This is a Magnetic Screw so look for any metal filings. If there is a lot then you may want to have a Technician do
more work on this drive.

d. After a few minutes of draining, then remove the screw located in the middle of the outdrive. If oil comes out, put
screw back in and wait a few more minutes.

This will allow ALL of the oil to drain from the outdrive(s)
e. Allow oil to completely drain into the pan
Install “Special Pump/Tubing” coupler to the bottom of the outdrive unit(s)
g. Pump Mobil-1 Gear Qil into the lower unit(s) from the bottom up.
Once it starts to run out of the middle screw location; replace the middle screw.

Keeping pumping until the drive oil appears just above the “black line” in the outdrive fill tank reservoirs on the
engines.

You may want a helper to watch as you do not want to overfill this reservoir.

h.  When proper level is reached, Quickly remove this coupler and reinstall the lower screw in the outdrive. Again,
make sure the gasket is in place.

i.  Tighten all screws
Install caps on outdrive reservoir fill tanks on the engine(s).

k. You can top these off in the Spring. The level is good for now.
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Winterizing a Power Boat — “Made Easy” - cont I

17. Engine Winterizing

a. Install “ear muffs” on lower outdrive unit(s)

Attach water hose to ear muffs

Turn on water and adjust water flow

CLEAR AREA

Start the engine - (Neutral/Idle)

Let the engine run until the thermostat opens — VERY IMPORTANT.

The engine has reached its operating temperature — 170-180 degrees (approximately 10-15 min-
utes)

-

The thermostat must open up for the antifreeze to circulate throughout the entire engine block

g. Fill the anti-freeze tank with five (5) gallons of —50F antifreeze and place filled tank on the swim
platform [repeat for each engine]

h. After verifying that the engine is at operating temperature and the thermostat is open (temperature
gage at 170-180) — disconnect the water hose and replace it with the antifreeze tank hose. [Better
Yet — get two sets of “ear muffs” and just pull one set off and put the other set on — a lot faster and
easier to do]

i. Turn the antifreeze tank hose — ON
j. Allow 4 of the 5 gallons of antifreeze to run through the engine block
Look for the water to turn “pink”

k. Once approximately four (4) gallons have flowed; water turns “pink”; and, with the thermostat open
— TURN THE ENGINE - OFF

DO NOT RESTART THIS ENGINE - IT IS NOW WINTERIZED
Repeat process for Dual Engines
18. Propeller Removal
Removing the propeller:

a. Use aﬁ‘cblock of wood between the prop and the cavitation plate to hold the prop to get the
nut o

b. Keep track of hardware and reassembly sequence
This is a good time to look at your ZINCS.

If needed, buy them in the Fall and replace them in the Spring before putting her back in the
water

c. Lube the shaft and cover the prop exhausts with an extra-large baggie and duct tape

Also cover the water intakes with duct tape. This prevents an airflow through the engine and
helps prevent rust and corrosion throughout the engine. It will be air-tight.

19. Batteries
a. TURN BATTERIES — OFF!!!TIHn
b. Disconnect All Batteries
Use nylon straps to hold the battery cables off the battery terminals
Check and refill as necessary with Distilled Water
20. Remove Biminis and place in Cabin (or take home)
21. Remove Snap-In Carpet
Take home to have it professionally cleaned.

22. Ready For Shrink-Wrapping

Compared to what a Marina charges to winterize a boat, you CAN save a lot of money and its not that hard to
do. For example, winterizing the AC can be as much as $70 and you can do it yourself in less than 30 minutes.
